Topics at a Glance

The Seventh grade composition program is based upon
grammar, vocabulary, and composition. It is designed to build
those skills needed for advanced writing and vocabulary needed
in upper level college preparatory classes. Sentence structure
and the use of sentence variation in compositions will be
stressed. Various types of paragraphs (and essays) will be
required: narrative, descriptive, compare-contrast, cause and
effect, persuasion, and exposition. Students will use the writing
process to prepare these compositions.

Writing & Composition

The Standards acknowledge the fact that whereas some writing skills, such as the ability to plan, revise, edit, and publish, are applicable to
many types of writing, other skills are more properly defined in terms of specific writing types: arguments, informative/explanatory texts,
and narratives. These standards stress the importance of the writing-reading connection by requiring students to draw upon and write about
evidence from literary and informational texts. Because of the centrality of writing to most forms of inquiry, research standards are
prominently included in this strand, though skills important to research are infused throughout the document.
